On your way, not to be missed:

Ouren:

The “monument of Europe” is a monument on
the Belgian and Luxembourg municipalities of
Burg-Reuland (Belgium) and Heinerscheid
(Luxembourg) located near the tripoint (3
boarder) Germany - Belgium - Luxembourg and
the town of Arzfeld (Germany)

Clervaux:

Luxembourg: Take time to have a look to the
Castel and it’s nice and impressing exhibit about
WW?2 Battle of the Bulge.

After crossing the German boarder again, and
driving north, the road will follows the border
surrounded by forest, on the left side Belgium,
on the road in Germany.




Rursee:
In the middle of the Eifel National Park, surrounded by
unique natural scenery and unspoilt nature.

At way point 37 in Strauch the “Biker Ranch” for
good food and beverage

Monschau:

a beautiful city, pearl of the Eiffel. In contrast to many
other German cities, its 18th century historic center
was not destroyed during the Second World War.

Its many half-timbered houses and slate roofs make it a
town of great architectural and tourist interest.
Monschau was a center of attraction for the rich
weavers of Europe. The “Maison Rouge” built in 1760 is
a typical example of an 18th century house inhabited by
rich weavers.
